After 5 years of
school AND apprenticeship training, a plumber graduates into an underappreciated profession of
Plumber where they perform superhero tasks usually during a panic situation. They do the job no
one else wants to do. | am honoured to have so many plumber friends and family in my life.” The-
se are her recommendations:

BEWARE OF FLAT RATE PRICING Oh no, say it ain’t SO! Flat rate pricing masks high prices until it's too
late and you're already on the hook for a $100 - $125 show up fee. The concept of flat rate pricing
is this: increase the labour rate significantly, increase the profit margin on all materials sold and
make a lof more money. The problem with the concept was that if the customer was aware that
the labour rate and the material cost were significantly higher than normal, then they would not
agree to pay for it. The solution was to mask the higher price of both labour and material until it
was foo late to find another option. This was done by simply not having an hourly rate. With no
hourly rate, the consumer cannot price shop. Now the cost of the job could not possibly be known
until the plumber had goften into the house, racked up some kind of charges such as a
“diagnostic fee" of typically $100. Only then would the customer know the “flat rate” cost of the
job. After the customer — YOU - have taken time off work, wait for a guy to show up, and are
already committed to the minimum fee, you're hit with the giant cost. You are now leveraged, as
you must either accept the confract price and pay the $100 diagnostic for nothing of real value, or
you go back to the phone book or google and call another plumber. Neither option is very
appealing to someone in this position-damned if you do and damned if you don’t. MJ says “We
quote our labour rate over the phone. Our plumbers do this stuff daily so we're in and out. Most
service calls take between 1 -2 hours. Remember this; your handyman might charge half the price
as we do, but we'll do it in half the time with the knowledge of the trade and all licences and
insurances attached. It just doesn’t make sense to hire unlicensed professionals.”

BACKWATER VALVES and SUMP PUMPS prevent water from backing up into your
home. The City of Windsor Basement Flooding Subsidy Program provides for a
$2800 rebate on most installs. “You would be crazy not to take advantage of this
program. If you are a City of Windsor taxpayer, you've paid for this program, so
take advantage of it” says MJ.

HOT WATER TANK OWNERSHIP Northstar isn’t going to sell you something you don't
need. A tankless hot water tank will cost you 2 times what you would pay for a
regular tank. “It's a luxury item only. Itisn't instant hot water like most people think
itis...it’s endless. Much more costly to install and repair. NEVER rent a tank. It is
absolutely crazy the profit margins made in renting. Buy the tank with a parts and
labour warranty and you'll be calling to thank me!”
